(Soldier’s First Name) died as a result of an attack on his convoy near Baji, Iraq on 1 May 2004.  (Soldier’s First Name) was escorting the XXTH Corps Support Battalion Commander from Mosul, Iraq to Tikrit, Iraq to visit a soldier who had been severely injured in an attack the previous day.  (Soldier’s First Name) was the Non Commissioned Officer in charge of the protection detail responsible for escorting the Battalion Commander.  (Soldier’s First Name)’s vehicle was struck by a rocket propelled grenade which caused the vehicle to overturn.  (Soldier’s First Name) was killed instantaneously from injuries sustained during the attack.


(Soldier’s First Name) was well liked by all members of this unit.  (Soldier’s First Name) was always in a cheerful mood and always had a smile on his face.  There was not a single mission or task that (Soldier’s First Name) was charged with that he did not complete.  He took pride in the fact that of all the soldiers in the Battalion, the Commander trusted his leadership abilities and his capabilities to put him in charge of his protection detail.  (Soldier’s First Name)’s death is a tremendous blow to all members of this unit and especially to me personally.  (Soldier’s First Name) will be missed tremendously.
